nathing hersin contained shall be consirued as rastricting the right of the Board of
Directors to at any time in their sole discretion levy an additional assessment in
the event that the budget originally adonted shall appear to be Insufficient to pay
costs and expenses of operation and management, or in the event of
smergenties.

() The Board of Directors shall determine the method of payment of such assessments and
the due dates thereof and shalt notify the members thereof, The assessments will Initially
be on a month-in -advance basis unless changed by a vote of the majority of the Board of

a ASSESSMENTS: LIABILITY. LIEN AND ENFORCEMENT:

The Board of Directors for the Association, as and for the co-owners, is given the authority to administer
the operation and management of the Regime, it being recognized that the delegation of such duties o
one entity is in the best interests of the co-owners of all Apartments. To properly administer the operation
and management of the project, the Association wilt incur, for the mutual benefit of all of the co-owners of
Apartments, costs and expenses which will be continuing or non-recurrdng costs, as the case may be,
which costs and expenses are sometimes herein referred to as “common expense”. To provide the funds
necessary for such proper aperation and management, the sald Beard of Direclors of the Association is
hereby granted the right to make, levy and collect assessments against the co-owners of all Apartments
and said Apartment. All assessments levied against the co-owners of Apartments and said Apartments
shall be uniform and, unless specifically otherwise provided for i the Master Desd arnd thase By-Leaws,

The provisions of these By-Laws are severable, and the nvalidity of one or more provisions theregof shall
not be deemed to Impair or affact in any manner the enforceability or effect of the remainder hergof,

14, CAPTIONS:

The captions herein are inserted only as a matter of convenience and or reference and in no way define,
lmit or describe the scope of these By-Laws of the intent of any provision hereof.

15, GENDER AND NUMBER:

All pronouns uged herein shall be deemed to include the masculine, the femining and the neuter and the
singular and the plural whenever the sontexdt requires or permits.

16. AMENDMENT TO BY-LAWS:
Amendments to these By-Laws shall be proposed and adopted in the following manner:
(a) Amendments o these By-Laws may be proposed by the Board of Directors of the
Association acting upon vote of the majority of the directors, or by members of the

RIGHT 7O NOTICE AND COMMENT: Before the Board of Directors adopts or amends Rulas,
whenever the Master Deed or By-Laws or Articles of Incorperation require that an action be feken
after “Notice and Comment”, and at any othar ime the Board of Direciors, determines, the co-
owners have the right fo recelve nofice of the proposed action and the right to commaent orally or
in writing. Notice of the proposed action shall be given to each co-owner in writing and shali be
delivered persanaily or by mail o alt co-owners at such addrass as appears in the records of the
Asscclation, or published in a newsletter or similar publication which is routinely circulated to afl
co-owners. The notice shall be given not less than five (3} days before the proposed aclion s to
be taken. it shafl invite comment to the Board of Directors orally or in writing before the scheduled
time of the meeting. The right to Notice and Commant does not entitie a Co-owner to be heard at

a formally constituted mesting,

RIGHT TO NOTICE AND HEARING: Whenever the Master Deed or By-Law or Articles of
incorporation requirs that an action be taken after “Motice and Hearing”, the following procedure
shall be abserved: The parly proposing to take the action {e.g., the Board of Directors, 2
committee, an officer, the Manager, efc.) shall give written notice of the proposed action to all co-
owners or Oocupants of Apartments whose Interest would be significantly affected by the
proposed action. The nofice shall Include a general statement of the proposed action and the
date, ime and place of the hearing. At the hearing, the aifested person shall havé the right,
personally or by a representative, to give testimony orally, in writing or both {as specified in the
notice), subject fo reasonable rules of procedure estabiished by the party conducting the meeling
to assure a prompt and orderly resolution of the issues. Such evidenced shall be considered in
making e decision but shall not bind the decision makers. The stected person shall be notified

of the decision in the same manner in which notice of the meeting was given. Failure to provide
such notice shall not invalidate any action taken.

APRPEALS: Any person having & right to Notice end Hearing shail have the right to appeal o the
Board of Diractors from a decision of persons other than the Board of Directors by filing & written
notice of appeal with the Board of Directors within ten {10) days after being notified of the
decision.
